The following project will serve as your final test grade for King Lear and our Shakespeare unit.

You are going to take one act from the play and break it down into great detail.  

Directions:  Complete each of the assignments below neatly and with high quality work.  You may turn them in a bundle or packet.  You may also turn in your three assignments on a poster board.

1. Create a chart or timeline of your act showing which characters are onstage throughout the act.  You must show the progression of who enters and exits the stage throughout the act.
a. I will be looking for each entrance and exit listed in the text of the play and to see that all characters, servants, etc are listed as being on stage after each entrance and exit.
2. Create a casting card for four (4) main characters in the act.  Your casting card will include the following:
a. A drawing of the character in their costume from that scene on the front.  
b. On the back you write a brief biography of the character (where they are from, who are they, what is their role in the scene) and make a list of 5 characteristics that can describe that character (these may span the entire play). 
c. Main characters have many lines in a scene (people such as servants that have only one or two lines are NOT main characters).  Some main characters in the play are not main characters in each scene or act.  
3. Rewrite the act in your own words.  This will count toward half of your grade.
a. Start by brainstorming and writing a summary of what happens in the scene.
b. Your assignment is to rewrite the script and text of the act in plain English that makes sense to you.
c. You do NOT have to rewrite each and every line of the scene but your new script must explain the entire scene in a similar fashion to the original play.
Grading:  Each of the three sections will be graded and the point values will be added together.
