Example:

The Parable of the Barren Fig Tree - Luke 13:6-9

1. Characters: Person who had fig tree planted and gardener

2. Plot: Man has fig tree planted in orchard and for third year in a row there is no fruit.  He tells gardener to cut it down.  Gardener says to give it another year since this year he will also fertilize.

3. Struggle: The man wants to cut down the tree because it bears no fruit and is exhausting the soil.

4. Theme: You must work to achieve a goal.  You cannot plant a tree and forget about it, you must also cultivate the land.  If you want to prove that you have repented or have faith you must work to show it.  God has patience.

5. Application:  A boy wants to get an A on his report card.  He gets an F.  He says to the teacher, “But I come to class everyday?  Why don’t I have an A?”  The teacher responds, “Maybe next quarter you will do you homework as well as show up.”
